MEETING HELD 6th SEPTEMBER 2011 ---- SUMMARY OF MINUTES

MATTERS ARISING:

 “More Than Gold” is an umbrella group for the Olympics. The new PPC would be comprised of Small Christian Community representatives a coordinator and others from the Church groups.

HALL  MANAGEMENT: 

Helga Rawley announced that she is to retire from the Hall management.

Father Anthony thanked Helga and her Hall Management Committee for all the work they had put in making a massive financial contribution to the Parish finances, to the point where it was now producing an annual income of about £14,000 from regular bookings and some £2,000 from casual bookings such as parties. 

Father believed that it was unlikely that anyone would come forward to take on the complete role that Helga had undertaken. Also the person replacing Helga will have to be on call.

It was suggested that we might be looking for two people, one to take the bookings and one to look after the Hall. Also if no one came forward voluntarily, we may have to pay someone to do it.

After much discussion the meeting recommended that casual bookings be suspended until further notice and that the Hall management Committee meet to discuss the detail.

Helga Rawley agreed to call an extraordinary meeting of Hall Management Committee.

SMALL CHRISTIAN COMMUNITIES: 

The meeting was informed that 3 people and 3 helpers had volunteered to stand for election in the 3 Syston wards. No volunteers for the Thurmaston area as yet. 

It has been agreed to hold the elections before the present PPC Annual General Meeting on 29th November. 

The Francis Xavier SCC is to revert to meeting in homes as the meetings held in the School and the Hall were not successful for various reasons. 

The elections should be held before the present Parish Pastoral Council Annual General Meeting on 29th November 2011.

HEALTH AND SAFETY:   

Mike Shell has taken the role of Health and safety Co-ordinator for the Parish.

Mike Shell presented to the meeting a report stating our responsibilities under the Health and Safety  Act, the current situation in the parish and his role as Health and Safety Coordinator.

 Mr. D.H. Walter’s Risk Assessment of 23rd February 2010 and Mike’s Assessment of 13th June 2011 were presented to the meeting for debate. Most of the points raised have been attended to however a few still have to be dealt with. Of most serious concern is the condition of the boundary wall on the car park drive.

The meeting decided a letter from the Pastoral Council should be sent to the residents of the adjacent development to inform them of their responsibilities for the wall.

CAR PARKING: 

There are a number of cars using the car park on a permanent basis,  impeding the entrance from the drive particularly the Blood Donor trucks. Most vehicles belong to local residents. A letter is to be put on the windscreens of the cars pointing out they were parking without permission. Consideration is being given to fitting gates in the drive, particularly in view of the Hall licences.

The  Church notice board  is  ready for refurbishment or renewal and relocated. 

ANY OTHER BUSINESS:     

6th to 13th November is Gift Aid week. The Mass for Holy Souls unfortunately falls on Wednesday, so could be held the evening of Tuesday (all Saints ). There has been a successful introduction to the new liturgical music especially the Gloria. The cupboards for the meeting room to be purchased.  Churches Together meeting for Chernobyl children and a WII evening, time to be announced.
