Matters arising:     The exposition of the Blessed Sacrament will resume in February.

                             The Parish Gift day raised £2138.50.

                             An order has been placed for the Polish white albs for the First Communicants.

REPORTS FROM PARISH GROUPS:

Finance:     It is intended to have the gift aid numbers on the Christmas offering envelopes next year.

PARISH PASTORAL PLAN:

Planning and Communication:   Setting up of a Parish web site, a major achievement in the past year. Part of the plan was to improve communications in coordination with the Diocesan Communications Officer, however one was not appointed and the Implementation Officer is shortly to finish, so the future is uncertain with regard to Parish / Diocesan communications. Although it may be possible to use the Diocesan web site links for some things.

To improve Parish communications an open forum could be held a couple of times per year. 

A Q&A box put on the website and the agenda for Council meetings published on the Sunday Bulletin.

The photos of the very successful New Year’s Eve party are to be put on the web site.

A communications audit is to be carried out and a future review of this section of the P.P.P. carried out.

Liturgy:  There is much to do to ensure we carry out the liturgical requirements of the Diocese. 

One of these requirements is Reader training which is about to start. 

It is hoped to use the web site to explain seasonal liturgy changes and the role of the Liturgy Group. 

People are getting used to the changes of music with the liturgical seasons.

Possibly an intentions box for the dead could be introduced and put on the altar on All Saints Day, to be left there for the whole of November. Also the Book of Masses could be combined for both Parishes.

The Maundy Thursday Mass this year will be at Syston and the Easter Vigil at Sileby.

The date of a Deanery Mass this year is uncertain but if it takes place it may be at Sileby
