PARISH PASTORAL COUNCIL MEETING - HELD 19TH JANUARY 2010.

Summary of Minutes.

Matters arising:-  Father Anthony proposed that only two Parish Groups should report at each future Council meeting. A summary of the reports could be included in the weekly Bulletin.

Deanery Celebration Follow Up:-   A meeting was held at St. Mary’s Loughborough on 18th January. The main focus of the meeting was youth in the Deanery. Father Scanlon is to involve the Diocese Youth Development people in compiling a questionnaire to go to the youth in the Schools in the Deanery to find out the views of the young people in the Deanery.

Father Anthony is prepared to pay the fares and entrance fees of anyone from the Parish who wishes to attend the Youth Leaders Day to be held at the Friends Meeting House Euston. Also Father suggested that the parish could have a Youth Mass on one Sunday in the year.

Van in the car park:-  This has much improved.  Cars are still being parked in the car park, these may be local residents but some large vehicles are being parked from time to time. Father Anthony suggested that a notice could be put on the windscreens asking the driver to identify themselves.

Buildings and Maintenance:-   The meeting room extension to the Hall has been costed at  £50,000.

Approval is needed from the Diocese before we can have plans drawn up and apply for planning permission. Building may now commence during the school summer holidays.

Pastoral Planning / Churches Together:-   Christian Aid week will be 9th - 15th May, collection in the Town Square on the 8th, volunteers required, and a coffee morning on the15th in the Methodist Church.

On Shrove Tuesday 16th Feb. the Ecumenical Lent Groups will have pancakes in the Hall.

On Vocations Sunday 25th April, Liz Angel will preach at 11am Mass and Brendan Campbell will preach at the Methodists Church. 

Women’s World Day of Prayer on 5th March and a United Remembrance Service on 11th November.

Hall:- The Hall is £10,462 to the good. £250 donated to Father Vincent’s 4 x 4 fund.

Liturgy Group:-  Continued work shaping the Sunday and Festival Mass’s. Continuing to be part of the United Services of the Syston Churches Together. The All Souls Mass was very successful and hopefully it will become a annual event. More volunteers are required as Mass Readers. Hoped shortly to introduce a method of individual congregation prayers being offered up to the Priest during Mass.

Any Other Business:-   Father Anthony proposed that we should be looking at the future Parish group provisions. People are needed to do baptism preparations, to do the Bulletin, to identify people willing to be involved and persons to advertise and seek out people to participate in Parish Groups.

Candidates need to come forward for training to be future Deacons and Eucharistic Ministers.

A Health and Safety Risk Assessment needs to be done for the Church, Hall, Car Park etc.

The Gift Day Total is approaching £2,500.
